I have truly enjoyed the 

home visits.  I look forward 

to many more.

The Council Meeting Minutes from 
June 15, 2011 were reviewed.  Motion to 
approve the minutes was made by Butch 
Nick and seconded by Paul Hawkins.  
Approved. 

The Treasurer’s Report for June 2011 
was reviewed.  General Fund Giving as 
of June 2011 was $69.4K compared to 
June 2010 of $66.3K, a 4.6% increase 
from prior year.  Motion to accept the 
Treasurer’s Report was made by Steve 
McCormack and seconded by Carol 
Giller.  Approved. 

Pastor’s Report: 1.)  Pastor Thompson 
has visited many members at their homes 
this past month.  There is a sign up sheet 
in the Narthex to schedule meeting 
times.  This is a great time to meet Pastor 
Thompson and provide any comments 
or ideas you have for the direction of our 
church.  2.)  Discussed moving confirma-
tion class from grades 8 & 9 to grades 7 
& 8.  There will be a little overlapping 
this next year to get the classes in line.  
Classes will be Wednesday nights from 
5:30pm – 6:30pm.  3.)  Habitat for Hu-
manity ground breaking for the new 
home in Luck will be Friday, July 22 at 
3pm.  All are welcome to attend.  4.)  
There has been mention of getting a 
women’s group revived at Luck Lu-
theran.  If you are interested in this 
please let Pastor know.  5.)  Over 30 
members have signed up to be on the 
prayer chain.  Anyone else interested 
please let Pastor or Paula know.  This is a 
great way to get the church praying for 
those in need. 

Committee Reports: 

Education/Youth:  OFJ – 1.)  VBS will 
be held at Luck Lutheran.  We are look-
ing for volunteers for the kitchen.  Any-
one interested can contact Bryan Allen or 
Sonja Jensen.  2.)  Would like to pur-
chase a new digital camera.  There is 

money budgeted for OFJ so Council ap-
proved.  Youth – 1.)  Looking into an educa-
tional opportunity provided by Luther Point 
called ―Impact 365‖.  For $400 we would be 
able to choose 3 events that Luther Point 
would put on for us.  This could range any-
where from a lock-in for youth to having 
them provide the whole worship service one 
Sunday.  A motion to go forward with this 
opportunity to secure 3 events from Luther 
Point for $400 (to come out of the Worship 
Fund) was made by Butch Nick and sec-
onded by Brian Paulsen.  Approved.   2.)  
The youth would like to purchase a ping-
pong table and foose ball table.  There is 
money budgeted for the youth so Council 
approved.  3.)  Discussed getting youth to-
gether more frequently – looking at Wednes-
day and Friday nights, Fridays being 5th quar-
ter after football games.  Youth are encour-
aged to each bring two friends to these meet-
ings.  4.)  Six youth are going to New Orleans 
Youth gathering.  5.)  God Stock is 
11/11/11.  Men’s Group – 1.)  Some Bone 
Lake Lutheran men would like to host a 
breakfast.  Dates to be determined.  2.)  Next 
meeting is 8/16, 7pm. 

Evangelism:  1.)  Looking at gathering in-
formation for a new member ―welcome 
packet‖.  More details to come at a future 
meeting.  2.)  We will be providing a write-up 
of Pastor Thompson along with some photos 
in an upcoming issue of both local papers. 

Fellowship/CCC Team:  Met 6/27.  1.)  
Ham dinner on 7/25.  2.)  Rally Sunday is 
9/11.  3.)  Fall fundraiser is Saturday, 11/5.  
4.)  Next meeting 8/22. 

Property:  Met 7/20.  1.)  Looked at updat-
ing the phone system.  After detailed dis-
cusses with Lakeland Communications it was 
determined that it would be too costly to 
upgrade.  The current system is sufficient for 
the churches needs at this time.  2.)  The 
landscaping group has been working very 
hard with fixing up the shrubs and has put in 
a lot of mulch.  Thank you to everyone in-
volved for all your hard work.  The group 
was approved by the Property Committee to 
removed two trees at the west side door en-
trance.  3.)  Will be getting an estimate for 
our roof on Tuesday from one company.  
More estimates will come as contractors are 
available.

“God’s up there looking over us” 
Linda Christianson stopped in to the Habitat office in March.  She was feeling desperate.  Her daughter, Leah, 31, had been in a terri-

ble car accident in March of 2010.  Leah had been in a coma for several months after the accident.  Linda had been encouraged to 

take Leah off life support, but she didn’t want to do that.  After several months, Leah came out of the coma.  Since the, through lots of 

hard work and rehabilitation, she is now able to walk some, and she is relearning how to speak.  And after a long, tough year, she was 

finally about to go home from the care center she was in—but Linda didn’t have a home to take her to.  Linda was renting a small, one-

bedroom home.  “It was really cute,” Linda said, “but it was falling apart.  And it was too small.” 

 

Linda, who works as a certified nursing assistant, had never been able to buy a home.  It was turning out to be very tough to find a 

home she could afford to rent that would work for her and Leah and Leah’s 12 year old son, Tyler.  Linda didn’t know what to do. 

 

Her neighbors had stopped in to the ReStore grand opening and learned out the Habitat Program.  They told Linda to check it out, and 

Linda came up the same day.  She took home an application and completed it quickly.  Soon she go the call telling them that they had 

been selected. 

 

“I cried like a baby when I heard,” Linda said.  “It was beyond anything I expected or hoped for.  God’s up there looking over us.  If I 

was a non-believer, I’m not anymore.” 

 

Linda and her family will help to build their home along with habitat and Thrivent Builds volunteers.  When it’s complete, they will buy 

it with a no-interest, affordable mortgage.  Before year’s end, they will have a home of their own.  A Ground breaking celebration was 

held Friday July 22 at the home’s location—803 East Park Avenue, Luck.
