Message from Pastor Ralph...

Dear Friends,

December can be an absolutely cha-
otic month! Frantic shopping, double
parking, need for more money, party-
ing and all the rest. It is time for the
festive spirit of Christmas and the
custom of exchanging gifts.

The weeks of Advent hit hard at the
themes of urgency and judgment.
But, as we come closer to the edge of
the Christmas celebration, the mood
seems to shift abruptly from a child-
ish nostalgia about shepherds and
cribs and angel songs of sweetness.
We are drawn to what is tender about
the Christmas story. Yet it is interest-
ing that what the Bible tells us about
the birth of Jesus reinforces the ur-
gency of Advent. Christmas, if we
understand its message, intensifies
the themes of repentance and judg-
ment, and heightens our yearning for
the coming of God’s rule in the entire
world. The angels’ song of “peace on
earth and good will toward all peo-
ple” is not a sentimental escape from
reality - but a program - God’s pro-
gram - for changing the world.

The birth and infancy story in the
Gospel of Luke is the early Church’s
answer to the question, “Who is Je-
sus of Nazareth?” It is a statement
of faith in narrative form. Each part
of the story is intended to underscore
the Christian confidence that in Je-
sus, God was, and is, keeping His
promise to put the world in order.
Mary knew that what was happening
to her was not simply a private joy of
motherhood. She properly saw it as

a cosmic event, an event that em-
braced the whole of what God was
doing with the world and its his-
tory. Immediately  following
Gabriel's announcement to Mary
that she would give birth to the
Messiah, she visits Elizabeth and
proclaims the meaning of Jesus’
birth. She recites what is nothing
less than a song of radical change
as she anticipates her Son’s role in
the final coming of God’s Kingdom.
Christmas means the shattering of
all idolatries. Christmas means
the unrelenting resistance to every
force that presumes to play the
role of God.

As people of God, we are tempted
to accommodate our faith to the
fashions and powers of the pre-
sent time. During this season we
hear much criticism of the way
Christmas has been commercial-
ized. Every year we hear the inevi-
table plea to put Christ back into
Christmas. But even with Christ
back in Christmas, we can still
miss the point of the Christmas
celebration. If the Christ we put
into the Christmas is the harmless
infant of sentimentalized baby-
hood, rather than the Lord who is
the sign and leader of the End
time, then the drumbeat of Advent
truth falls silent. Then the rule of
the world’s tyrants is still unbro-
ken, and the powers of greed and
hatred and exploitation still grip
our hearts. The temple of God, His
Christian people is still defiled.

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Much of today’s Christianity has
become a matter of taking the
Gospel and “fitting it in” to the
“way things are.” There is no
need for repentance when we are
so well served by shops that spe-
cialize in tailor-made religion. The
alternative to tailor-made religion
is, of course, that we be remade
or, as Jesus puts it, that we are
reborn. We should ask ourselves
this question: “Are Mary’s words
about the mighty being cast down
and the helpless being lifted up on
conflict with our ideas of what
Christmas is all about?” If so, we
too have lost the excitement of the
Christmas promise of a new
heaven and a new earth.

This Advent and Christmas sea-
son, let’'s synchronize our hearts
and acknowledge that we are the
Lord’s, that we might march to-
gether toward the world that is to
be, the time when “His reign will
be without end.”

The meeting was called to order by
Brian Paulsen.

The Council Meeting Minutes from Octo-
ber 19, 2011 were reviewed. Motion to
approve the minutes was made by
Steve McCormack and seconded by
Spike Maiden Mueller. Approved.

The Treasurer’s Report for October
2011 was reviewed. General Fund Giv-
ing as of October 2011 was $119K
compared to October 2010 of $109.5K,
an 8.6% increase from prior year. Mo-
tion to accept the Treasurer’s Report
was made by Amy Dueholm and sec-
onded by Carol Giller. Approved.
Pastor’s Report: Pastor Ralph asked if
the Annual Meeting could be at 9am on
January 29. A motion to approve this
date and time was made by Spike
Maiden Mueller and seconded by Bryan
Allen. Approved. Annual meeting is set
for 9am, January 29, 2012. Pastor also
noted that the New Year’s Day service
will only be at 10am, there will not be
an 8am service.

Committee Reports:

Education/Youth: Met 11/15. 1.) OFJ
Christmas Program, titled A Capital
Christmas, is on 12/18 at 10:30am
service. SHY will be serving lunch after
this service. 2.) Coffee hour between
the services will go back to the service
groups starting in January. Service
group leaders will be contacted. 3.)
SHY will be selling cookies at Christmas
Sunday. Preorders will be taken on
12/18. 4.) 12/4 and 1/8 will be cinna-
mon roll Sunday’s. 5.) SHY will be hav-
ing a lock-in 1/13 from 10pm-7am.
Luther Point Impact 365 will be han-
dling the events for the lock-in and then
will return to do the Sunday service on
1/15. 6.) SHY will be serving chili at
the annual meeting. 7.) Nichole John-
son and Marley Doolittle went to God
Stock and were elected to the Lutheran
Youth Organization board. Juanita was
also re-elected to the board. 8.) The

Wednesday after school program for
grades 3rd-6th has increased in atten-
dance over the last month. They
have averaged about 7 -8 students
each Wednesday. This program is
from 3:30-4:30, there is an activity
and snack provided. Families with
children in these grades are encour-
aged to attend these programs. 9.)
Committee is asking if the council will
consider increasing the Youth Events
budget for next year to $1,500. It
currently is only $500. This will be
considered during the budget meet-
ing. 10.) For the Advent services
they will be serving a supper instead
of coffee and cookies.

Evangelism:

We
are starting to organize the Lent soup
and sandwich suppers. A schedule
will be put together at future meet-
ings.

-3 weeks. 2.) They will be taking the
partition down in the youth room. 3.)
The ceiling in the kitchen still needs
to be painted. Will be contacting the
individual who did the work to see
when they can come and complete
the job.

Stewardship: There will be temple
talks over the next 3 Sundays. Con-
gregation members will be asked to
complete their pledge cards - one for
their general giving and another for
the roof fund. They are asked that
pledge cards be returned by 12/4.
Worship: 1.) Some discussion with
the worship committee was had re-
garding Christmas services. After
further discussions with council it was
decided that there would be three
Christmas services as follows: Christ-
mas Eve - 4pm (choir) Christmas Eve
- 10pm (no choir, special music only)
and Christmas Day - 10am (choir).
Pastor Ralph will be delivering a dif-
ferent sermon at each of these ser-

vices.

More infor-
mation will be provided as changes are
made.

The auditors will be Kyle
Johansen and Ed Seck. 3.) Thanksgiv-
ing worship will be at West Denmark on
Tuesday, 11/22, soup at 6pm and wor-
ship at 7pm. Pastor Ralph will be pro-
viding the sermon.
