“Let us go now to Bethlehem and see this thing that has taken place, which the Lord has made
known to us. So they went with haste and found Mary and Joseph, and the child lying in a man-

ger.
Dear Friends in Christ,

“Let us go to Bethlehem,” the shepherds said to one another. The angels had just appeared to them
telling the wonder-filled news that the Messiah had finally come. Jesus was born for all the people.
Yes. Even them. Each year it amazes me that angels would come to some shepherds. Why them?
Why not some group of people?

The angels could have appeared to anyone. And the star? Why would the star appear to three
kings (wise men) far away and bring them to Bethlehem too? Kings and shepherds seem to be a
random selection, but not really. God chose these people, just as he chose Mary and Joseph to be
the parents of Jesus.

And God has chosen you, too, sisters and brothers, to go to Bethlehem. God has come to you, not
by way of angels in the night or a star in the sky, But God has called you to go to Bethlehem and
see.

Our church becomes Bethlehem. We wait expectantly. I pray that you will take advantage of the
many opportunities to bow down and kneel before the Lord during this Christmas season.

Let us go to Bethlehem. Let us gather and celebrate with family and friends the birth of Jesus,
the one who can change our life forever and ever.

“O little town of Bethlehem, How still we see thee lie!

Above thy deep and dreamless sleep the silent stars go by;

Yet in thy dark street shineth The everlasting light.

The hopes and dreams of all the years Are met in thee tonight.”

In the first verses of the Gospel of John, what some call the Prologue of John and others call “the
Christmas Gospel according to John” I am captivated by the striking imagery of light and darkness
and how John weaves these themes throughout the introduction to his gospel - his portrayal of a
world stifled by darkness until penetrated by light from above. The “Light” is of course the gospel
writer’s early reference to the One whose birth we are getting ready to celebrate — the Word made
flesh — Jesus, Son of God, and child of Mary and Joseph.

To a world still wallowing in deep darkness and filled with gross injustice, ugly warfare, devastat-
ing illness, child and spousal abuse and other horrors in interpersonal relationships, this holy season
brings a reminder about our hope when “all things will be made new” for “Unto us a Child is born.
Unto us a Son is given - a Savior who is Christ is Lord.” The darkness cannot overcome this light.
A blessed and hope-filled Nativity celebration to you and yours.

A Christmas Message from Bishop Pederson

Most of us will be in wor-
ship on Christmas Eve.
We'll listen to Luke 2, the
nativity account beloved by
most, and we will envision
a manger scene with ani-
mals and angels and three
gift-bearing kings. Our tra-
dition creates a glow
around this scene — star
light illuminating the baby
Jesus surrounded by the
adoration of various play-
ers in a holy drama.

Our tradition has made it
somewhat crowded around
the manger. Our tradition
tends to favor a cattle
feeder in a wooden shed,
not the possibility of a cave
commonly used as animal
pens. Never mind that the
angels left after announc-
ing the birth; never mind
that no animals are men-
tioned in the story; never
mind that gift-bearing men
are not identified as three
or kings or that they would-
n’'t make an appearance
until much, much later. Yet,
we crowd all of these de-
tails and characters into a
sentimental image we hold
about the birth of Jesus.

Confession: | am not that
sentimental. | am perfectly
content to remove the ani-
mals and angels and three
kings, and all the other un-
attested, pietistic additions
to the scene of the manger,
so that there can be room

for you and me!

You see, it's very com-
forting to crowd this
Christmas scene with all
kinds of pretty images
that make us feel good.
But the danger is that we
fill that scene so full that
we don’t really have to
get ourselves into the
picture. | want you to get
in there!

The traditional image
might be cherished and
lovely, but the sentimen-
tal image is not neces-
sarily what we need,
even though it may be
what we like. The child is
what we need, and it
may be that many of us
who celebrate the birth
of Jesus need to unclut-
ter our picture of the
manger a bit, so that the
Christ who came to save
us can actually get close
to us; close enough to
allow the newborn Jesus
to unsettle our lives.

For Jesus has a habit of
embracing the lost, the
least, and the last, and
calls us to do the same.

For Jesus completely
claims us as his own,
and invites faith and
commitment completely
in him.

For Jesus reveals God’s
grace in his self-giving,

and bids us to share this
same unmerited love with
all, even the most undesir-
able or difficult to love.

There is no guarantee that
this child is going to bring
you the warm fuzzies many
of us look for when we hear
the Christmas story, light
the candles, and sing of a
silent night. But this child
will bring you a sense of
God’s nearness, a promise
of love that will never end,
and meaning for your life
that sustains through thick
and thin. Note that the story
itself doesn’t do that. The
child does. A story crowded
with pietistic, sentimental
notions will not do this. The
Christ who calls you unto
himself does.

Merry Uncrowded Christ-
mas!
